CONSTITUTION OF THE COURT:

Chair, Rod Bennett, constituted the court at 9:30 a.m. and declared a quorum present.  He welcomed everyone to this special meeting of Executive and thanked all those who had been able to change their summer plans to attend.

DEVOTIONS:

Chair Rod shared Psalm 95 with us, reflecting briefly on its meaning.  He then led us in prayer to move into the meeting.

MINISTRY, PERSONNEL & EDUCATION: Jeanette Crimes, Chair

1) St. Paul’s Perth - Interim Minister

Jeanette explained that, in general, appointments can only be made to June 30th of the following year.  Following this policy, on June 21, 2011, we had appointed the Rev. Donald Wachenschwanz to an appointment as Interim Minister in Perth for three (3) years but to be renewed each year.  Conference has advised us that an Interim Ministry appointment should be made for the total length of the appointment regardless of whether or not the intent is clear to re-appoint each year.

Clergy not in active ministry or retired must apply each year to be retained on the roll of Presbytery.  The Secretary usually is in touch with these folks to arrange to process their annual request.  The Rev. Tuck has been retained on the roll since the end of his appointment in Renfrew but the Secretary has been unable to reach him to determine if he wishes to remain on our rolls.  Ina Bromley will attempt to locate him.

Ingrid remains on restorative care.  The congregation is now receiving remuneration from the insurance company.  A decision will soon be made whether or not Ingrid will move to LTD.

1) Trinity-St. Andrew’s U.C., Renfrew - roof

TSA, Renfrew proposes to install solar panels on the roof of the church under the Microfit programme.  They plan to install 52 panels with a generating capacity of 10 kw.  The cost is $72,250.00 and they will be using unrestricted funds held by the Trustees to cover costs.
  It is expected that funds generated by the project will repay the trust fund over a ten (120) year period.
