She is only doing minimal work – she continues to write sermons which others present.  It was agreed to leave things as they are for the time being.

5) Ingrid Condie-Bennett – Presbytery support

Jon Williams had been appointed as Ingrid’s support person from Presbytery.  However, as she is currently living at her home outside Maberly, the arrangement has proved unsatisfactory.  Ina will check with Jon to ascertain if he wishes to continue or if she should approach someone else.

  M&P Workshop

Jeanette reported that twenty-two (22) persons attended the M&P workshop held at Almonte over the Thanksgiving weekend – the event was deemed a success.  It was suggested that, since this is such an important committee and there are many changes to policy every year, a workshop like this should be an annual event.  Some even went so far as to suggest attendance should be mandatory for new members of M&P Committees.

STEWARDSHIP: Mary Smiley

Mary reported the committee is undergoing changes at the Conference level.  It is becoming part of PARTNERING IN MISSION.  We should look at this at the Presbytery level as well and how it fits in with MOA.

Stewardship workshops are being planned for the New Year – probably in February or early March.  They will be scheduled for a Saturday from 10 -3 p.m.  Trinity-St. Andrew’s U.C., Renfrew has already offered to host one in this end of the Conference.

PASTORAL SUPPORT & OVERSIGHT: Margie Patterson

Jon Williams has been in touch with Margie.  He reports that the committee continues to function but with limited human resources.  It needs visitors in all areas of the Presbytery.

They hope their goal is to do more than visit Pastoral Charges just once every three (3) years.  They hope to set up some on-going Pastoral Care or at least some on-going communication.  The plan would be to have no “official” meetings but rather to enjoy conversation over coffee or lunch.

Ina and Margie visited Cobden-Queen’s Line and Beachburg will complete the rotation for this year.

ADMINISTRATION

1) Communications : Gary McKay 

-
Gary noted he has the names and 911 addresses for all the churches in the Conference.  Many thought this would be most helpful.

-
Gary is a member of the Boundaries Commission which will be presenting at the November meeting of Presbytery.  The maps with the proposed boundaries are available on the Bay of Quinte Conference website.  The Commission is just entering the consultation process – the decision will come into effect on January 1, 2013.  The proposal includes an eighth (8th) Presbytery which will encompass significant chunks of Renfrew and Kingston Presbyteries.  Concern has been expressed at the number of Presbyters Renfrew Presbytery will lose in comparison to other Presbyteries.  Gary noted the Commission is prepared to re-visit some things if there are strenuous objections.

Presbyters are urged to visit the Conference website to look at the map to see how the proposal affects Renfrew Presbytery and be prepared to attend the meeting on November 15th at Wesley U.C., Pembroke to voice any concerns.  The website is at www.bayofquinteconference.ca and click on Boundaries” on the left-hand sidebar.

2) Almonte church basement

Bronwen reported Almonte is having problems with mould in the basement of the church.  She expects to bring a motion to the November meeting.

3) Presbytery Meeting Sites

Our June meeting has been confirmed at Westmeath Pastoral Charge.  Greenwood will host.  Administration is now seeking meeting sites for the 2012-2013 Presbytery year.  Bronwen asked churches to consider hosting one of the meetings - churches in the middle of the Presbytery are preferred for winter meetings.

4) Quorum

It was noted The Manual 2010 (p. 40) requires Presbyteries to pass a motion annually re the requirements for quorum at its meetings.  At the June meeting this had been determined using requirement (b) ii but no motion had been made.  The Executive agreed to continue using this requirement for the balance of this Presbytery year and noted a new motion would be required in June 2012.

Motion 11-12E69 (B. Harman/I. Bromley) “that, in keeping with the decision made in June 2011, quorum for Renfrew Presbytery for the Conference year 2011-2012 shall be not less than one-fifth (1/5) of those entitled to vote, of whom at least one-third (1/3) shall be members of the Order of Ministry or Designated Lay Ministers, and at least one-third (1/3) shall be lay members on the roll of Presbytery except those appointed as Designated Lay Minsters.”
