Pastoral Charges are within their rights to pro-rate this for part-time calls and appointments.  However, MP&E wishes to remind congregations that the costs of courses are not pro-rated and clergy are required to pay the full cost of courses and books no matter what their employment status might be.  Therefore, MP&E strongly encourages Pastoral Charges to consider paying the full amount of continuing education when issuing a part-time call or appointment.  Jeanette gave notice this would be brought to the next meeting of Presbytery for further discussion.

6) Bathurst Pastoral Charge – Joint Search Committee

Jeanette noted that, with the departure of the Rev. Elaine Hall, a clergy rep would be needed to replace her on the Joint Search Committee for Bathurst Pastoral Charge.  

7) Bonnechere Pastoral Charge

Jeanette reported that the Rev. Ingrid Condie Bennett remains on restorative care.  Don Anderson is the Pastoral Charge Supervisor and the Pastoral Charge is currently being served by Pulpit Supply.
